	Section 1: Review (Approx. 150 words)

	Since starting the course I have gained skills in producing and refining my work digitally, as well as developing different hand-rendered techniques. During the Typography project I learnt how to work with type and the layout of my work, and I also developed my skills in using collage, which I will use in my FMP. I learnt to work with bolder colours and a simplified style of illustration, as well as becoming more confident with the Adobe Creative Cloud software. The Branding project helped me understand more about surface design, which is what I am interested in, and I was able to develop my pattern-making skills in this project using Adobe InDesign, Photoshop and Illustrator. The Branding project also influenced my ideas and project proposal for FMP as I enjoyed working with stationery, but I wanted to make different items of stationery instead of letterheads, compliments slips and business cards, like notebooks and greetings cards.

	Section 2: Project Concept (Approx. 250 words)

	In this project I aim to produce a set of stationery and card and gift items which reflect the theme of ‘space’. I will target the set towards children, making the designs colourful and using a simplified style of illustration. I may also combine this idea with one of my other ideas, which was to make a pop-up book, by making pop-up greetings cards which reflect the theme of space. Following primary research into card and gift stores such as Paperchase and Jolie Papier, I will conduct secondary research into the theme of space, as well as illustrators and designers that stylistically influence me, and examples of surface design applied to stationery and gift items. I will collect more primary research, for example photographing ​​​and drawing the detail in rock formations and crystals which I could use for textured elements in my illustrations. I will research into book binding and using the laser cutter to create 3D objects like pins and badges, as well as learning how to print rolls of gift wrap and printing my own stickers. I hope to produce a range of items within the card and gift category, which includes items like notebooks, cards, gift wrap, pens, pencils, badges, and stickers. For this I will need art materials such as collage paper, fineliner pens and watercolour paint, as well as the Adobe digital software and a scanner, and the laser cutter. My finished piece will be a collection of items appealing to children, that are engaging and exciting and that work well together as a set.
